In a very long and successful career, Trevor has coached over 500 professional games on 
three continents spanning the United States of America, South Korea and Australia. He 
has represented Australia on numerous events around the globe including the 2016 Rio 
Olympics Games and the 2014 World Championships in Spain. 

Trevor has coached the Perth Wildcats the last seven years, compiling a 144-83 record at an 
impressive 63.4% winning percentage, whilst leading the Wildcats to 5 National Basketball 
League Titles (2014, 2016, 2017, 2019, 2020). Trevor’s five National Basketball League 
Championships are the second most in the NBL history. In 2019, Trevor was invited to join 
the coaching staff of the Indiana Pacers for the NBA Summer League. 

Trevor, described as a ‘passionate’ basketball coach, has risen to the top of his profession 
despite suffering a work industrial accident cutting his own promising sporting career short 
at the tender age of 18 years old. 

Although the accident was a difficult time in Trevor’s life, it also became the catalyst for 
his coaching career. That misfortune and adversity, helped to forge the mental strength, 
tenacity and self-belief that allowed Trevor to pursue his specialty and accomplish what few 
others have achieved while overcoming the obstacles and challenges to reach the top.

Trevor’s story is one of leadership, self-belief and overcoming adversity. He is one of the 
winningest coaches in Australia sports NBL history. He is a modern coach who is always 
innovative and re-inventing himself to be one of the best in the business. He now transfers 
that vast experience to help businesses and organisations develop championship-level 
performance, leadership and increasing team culture.
